Student athletes interested in playing at the college level should be aware of the basic eligibility 
guidelines of the athletic associations. 
 
NCAA- National Collegiate Athletic Association 
NCAA academic requirements must be met to play a sport or receive an athletic scholarship at Division I 
and II colleges.  Division III colleges cannot offer athletic scholarships.   There are core classes required 
by the NCAA in order to be eligible for college athletic scholarships.  It is important to learn what these 
NCAA required core classes are as early as possible in high school or even before entering high school.

NJCAA-National Junior College Athletic Association 
Division I and II colleges in this association award athletic scholarships; Division III colleges cannot.
